BY AND BETWEEN
The Universitat Jaume I (UJI), with tax code Q-6250003-H and its registered office in Castelló de la Plana (Av. Sos Baynat, s/n, 12071), represented by its Rector, Eva Alcón Soler, appointed by Decree 60/2022, of 20 May 2022, of the Valencian Government and acting on behalf of the University by virtue of the powers conferred upon her by Article 71.1.i of its Statutes, approved by Decree 95/2021 of 9 July 2021 of the Valencian Government (published in DOGV 9128 dated 15 July 2021),
AND
The company …………………………..…………………………………….……, with tax code ……………………………………… and its registered office in …………………………………………………………………………..….…………….., represented by ………………………………………………………………, the holder of identity document number ……………………….………….., by virtue of the powers conferred upon him/her by …………………………………………….………………………………………………………………………………………………….
The two parties mutually acknowledge that they have sufficient legal capacity to enter into this agreement and 
STATE
1. That the UJI is an institution governed by public law, with its own legal personality, at the service of society in the fields of study, teaching and research, which has amongst its aims and areas of competence the training of doctoral students.
2. That ……………………………………………, with its own legal personality, has among its purposes …………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………….
3. Both organisations are interested in collaborating in an industrial research or experimental development project which is to serve as the basis for a doctoral thesis.


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the parties agree as follows:
1. Purpose of the agreement
The purpose of this agreement is to establish a system of collaboration between the parties for the development of an industrial research or experimental development project entitled …………………………………………, which will be the subject of the doctoral thesis to be submitted by ……….………………………………. as part of the doctoral programme in ……………………….………. The work plan, validated by the Doctoral Programme Academic Committee, is attached in Appendix 1.
The persons responsible for supervising the project will be:

For …………………………………………… [company], as ………………………………… [supervisor and, where appropriate, co-supervisor of the doctoral thesis].
2. Obligations and duties 
The parties have the following obligations in the performance of this agreement:
a) Obligations of the UJI:
1. Appoint a thesis tutor.
2. Guarantee the doctoral student has access to its facilities throughout the entire research project and the period in which the agreement is in force.
3. Provide the company, under its own responsibility and if applicable, with the necessary information about the person or persons who require access to its facilities in order to perform some activity included in the project.
4. Ensure compliance with the obligations contained in this agreement.
b) Obligations of …………………… [company]
1. Take all necessary steps to engage the doctoral student as an employee.
2. Guarantee that the doctoral student and the University staff directly involved in the project have access to its facilities throughout the entire research project and the period in which the agreement is in force.
3. Provide scientific and business supervision for the project through the person designated in the first article of this agreement.
4. Provide the necessary information and training in occupational risk prevention to ensure that both the doctoral student and the persons from the University actively involved in any or all of the activities in the project can carry them out under the best safety conditions at the Company's facilities.
5. Facilitate the training actions that the doctoral student carries out during the project.
6. Ensure compliance with the obligations contained in this agreement.
3. Term 
1. The term of this agreement shall be …………… [maximum 5 years], as of the day of its signature.
2. At any time before the term stated above ends, the persons signing the agreement may unanimously agree to extend or terminate it.
4. Confidentiality of information and results
a) Regarding information
The information exchanged by the parties while the project is being carried out must be treated as confidential by both parties.
Thus, prior to the sharing of any information, the parties must communicate in writing exactly what data, of all that which is shared, should be given this confidential status for reasons concerned with business, strategic or any other type of interests. In principle, all scientific, technical and commercial information, graphs, plans, drawings and any other information in any format will be considered confidential if, prior to the signing of this agreement, it was the exclusive property of either of the parties and had not been disclosed or communicated to the public in any way.
Consequently, the parties may not disclose this confidential information or unilaterally make it public by any means or use it for purposes other than those required to carry out the project without the prior written permission of the party that owns the information.
With regard to the foregoing, the parties shall ensure that, within their respective organisations, the information they share is only made known to and used by the persons participating in the project, who must be duly informed of its confidential nature.
b) Regarding the results
Likewise, the results from the project must be treated confidentially, without prejudice to their use by the doctoral student in the preparation and defence of their doctoral thesis, in accordance with the regulations applicable to doctoral studies. Results from the project shall be understood to be any information, documentation, technical or scientific knowledge, equipment or materials, know-how, working methods, data or statistics obtained in the course of the project referred to in this agreement.
Pursuant to the provisions of Royal Decree 99/2011, of 28 January, the doctoral student will have the intellectual property rights over the work that is included in the doctoral thesis, without prejudice to the obligation of confidentiality that must be complied with due to its being linked to the business context. Nevertheless, the doctoral student and the company may agree to the transfer of such rights.
In accordance with Article 25 of the Regulations on Doctoral Studies, regulated by Spanish Royal Degree 99/2011, of the Universitat Jaume I, the doctoral student can request the Doctoral School not to make public those aspects which are considered to be subject to protection, in both the prior public exhibition and evaluation process and during the public defence of the thesis.
The request must include proof of the fact that secrecy is essential for the success of the process of protecting or transferring the results in the company.
The Doctoral School will decide on the aforementioned request and then notify the doctoral student and, where appropriate, the thesis supervisor and tutor.
If the Doctoral School accepts the request for limited public availability, the following conditions must be met:
· External evaluators and the members of the thesis examination panel must sign the confidentiality agreements deemed appropriate.
· During the public exhibition period, the doctoral thesis can be reviewed under the terms expressly established by the Doctoral School.
· In the public defence session, attendance may be limited to the parties signing the confidentiality agreement.
· Electronic files deposited in institutional and/or ministerial repositories cannot be freely accessed during the period that the parties consider necessary to protect the data.
· This confidentiality restriction shall end on the date agreed to by the two parties. As of this date, the thesis will be open to examination in the repositories where it is deposited, without any other restriction than those established by the ownership or intellectual property rights that have been chosen by the doctor. 
Likewise, the company shall encourage the implementation of these procedures aimed at facilitating the defence and assessment of the doctoral thesis, as well as its subsequent publication, in accordance with the terms previously agreed to by the parties.
If either party becomes aware of any action that has been taken in breach of this article, they must immediately inform the other party and offer the means at their disposal to prevent any further misuse of the confidential information.
Both parties undertake not to disclose the information even after termination of this agreement, and indefinitely while the information continues to be deemed confidential and secret. On termination of this agreement, the parties must return or destroy any information which they have accessed, and they must guarantee in writing that they will not keep a copy of it in any format without the previous and express authorisation of the owner of the information.
Breach of the duty of confidentiality may lead to the termination of this agreement, without prejudice to the legal consequences that may arise for the defaulting party and a possible claim for damages by the affected party.
5. Intellectual and industrial property
Each party undertakes to respect, at all times, the existing intellectual and industrial property rights that the other party has over its know-how. Nonetheless, any amendments and derivative works based on background knowledge that are developed outside the framework of this agreement shall continue to belong to the party that has produced them.
Alternative 1: all the resources required to carry out the R&D project subject of the doctoral thesis shall be provided by the company.
The rights over the results of the project shall belong to the company.
Insofar as the results obtained are subject to legal protection by means of a patent or other intellectual and industrial property rights, the company shall be entitled to request the appropriate title of protection, which must include, as inventors or authors, the members of the company and/or the UJI whose intellectual contribution helped to obtain the results in question.
Alternative 2: the company and the University share resources
Both parties shall recognise the individual and moral rights enjoyed by the research staff involved in obtaining a result that is eligible for intellectual or industrial protection and especially the right to recognition as the authors or inventors of the result.
Both parties shall decide by mutual consent the attribution and modality of the ownership and protection of the results. In the event of the two parties being co-owners of the title of ownership, the parties involved must accept the relevant co-ownership agreement, which will establish the percentages of ownership and the conditions of exploitation and protection of the results, taking into account the financial and intellectual contribution of each party to the joint results, as well as the possible commercial value and its applications. Likewise, the expenses arising from the recognition and/or defence of these rights before third parties will be shared. Until a co-ownership agreement is achieved, neither of the co-owners will be allowed to exploit directly or licence the joint result, and this will only be used for internal research or pre-commercial demonstration purposes.
Transfer of the UJI's rights to the company …………… will require a previous proposal regarding the conditions of transfer, which must be expressly approved by the Universitat Jaume I after verifying that the proposed conditions are reasonable.
6. Publication of the results
The signatory parties will be allowed to publish, disseminate, communicate or disclose the results of the project, either partly or in full, by any means.
If either party wishes to use the partial or final results, either partly or in full, to disclose them or publish them as an article, conference, etc., they must ask the other party to give its written consent. This latter party has a maximum of 30 days to communicate its authorisation or disagreement. If no answer is received within this period, the request for publication will be understood as having been accepted.
Authorising the use or publication of the results shall not imply, in any case, the transfer of ownership rights.
With the company's prior consent, the doctoral student is allowed to draft papers or publications concerning the thesis. In order to publish or disseminate the partial or final results of the research, such as articles, conferences, dissertations, etc., the doctoral student must be authorised previously and expressly by the person responsible for the project in the company, ………………………., since these publications may include confidential information or data protected by intellectual or industrial property rights held by the company ………………………. 
In any case, prohibiting the publication or dissemination of the results must be justified and proportional, considering the damage it may cause following its publication. 
In all these events of disclosure to the public, the participation of the other party must be mentioned, together with the names of the authors of the project.
7. Amendments to the agreement 
The signatory parties may amend this agreement by mutual consent.
8. Monitoring the agreement

9. Termination of the agreement
This agreement may be terminated for any of the following reasons:
a) Expiry. The agreement will be understood to have been performed at the end of its term and when it has been implemented to the satisfaction of both parties.
b) Rescission. The agreement will be rescinded:
· By mutual agreement.
· Owing to a breach of contract.
10. Repealing provision 
This agreement supersedes and nullifies any prior agreement that may have been signed on the same subject matter.
11. Personal data protection
In accordance with Regulation 679/2016/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016, as well as the applicable national legislation on data protection, we hereby inform you that the personal data of contact persons, signatories as well as members of staff at the Universitat Jaume I and at the company ……………………………………….., with their registered offices at Avenida Sos Baynat, s/n, 12071 Castelló de la Plana (Spain) and ……………………………….., respectively, will be processed by the other party in order to manage the relationship between the parties. These data subjects may exercise their rights of access, rectification, deletion and portability, as well as the right to limit or object to the processing, and not to be subject to automated individual decisions, by contacting the University or the company either by regular post at Avenida Sos Baynat, s/n, 12071 Castelló de la Plana, Spain or ……………………….…………, or by sending an email to protecciondatos@uji.es or …………………………….., respectively, including “Personal Data Protection” in the subject line.
Once the contractual relationship has ended, said personal data shall be kept by both parties, as appropriate, in a duly blocked form, to be made available to the competent Public Authorities during the statute of limitations period of any proceedings that may derive from the relationship maintained between the parties and/or the legally stipulated conservation periods. The parties must physically delete these personal data after these periods have elapsed.
Likewise, data subjects are informed that they may lodge a complaint with the Spanish Data Protection Agency in those cases in which they deem it appropriate.
